Mission

Children will practice thinking independently and acting assertively while developing independent problem-solving skills and collaborating with peers and adults to direct the course of their day.

Parents and school staff will model the manners and courtesies of our culture and set clear, consistent, age-appropriate limits at home, at school and in public.

Parents and school staff will create and sustain safe and nurturing environments for learning while providing clear, timely, and honest communication that will define appropriate goals for children at school and home.

Parents and school staff will share time with children diligently and creatively as well as provide children with responsibilities sufficiently challenging as to require resourceful effort on their part.

Philosophy


Our Montessori classrooms are carefully prepared by Montessori teachers to provide activities for all age groups and developmental levels. We follow the Montessori philosophy of learning, as taught by Dr. Maria Montessori. The primary goal is the development of the human potential. This is accomplished by:

Allowing each child to experience the excitement of learning based on his/her choice.

Helping each child develop skills for learning so that his/her potential will be maximized. 

Vision

Our vision is for all children in the Middleburg area to have access to an AMI Montessori education.  Our scholarship program will continue to add diversity to the student population attending Middleburg Montessori.  Our vision includes sharing with the greater public this unique way of being with children as they follow their path of development following Maria Montessori’s philosophy and pedagogy.  

Maria Montessori's methods of teaching evolved from her observations of the children in her care. She observed that the child absorbs from the environment she is in, and using specially designed materials she was able to call to the child's inner desire to learn. These materials are presented in small groups, frequently on the floor, encouraging individual hands-on participation, and peer problem-solving dialogue. The child is allowed certain freedoms to be independent within the highly sequenced structure of the Montessori Method. Control of error is built into manipulative materials and charts, encouraging self-confidence and independence. 
Programs


Montessori Toddler
Mommy/Daddy and Me classes are currently offered twice a month to the public for children 18 months to 2 ½.   Beginning in the fall of 2011, the program will be weekly for children and parents birth to 18 months.  A daily Toddler environment for children 18mo. to 2 ½ will be part of Middleburg Montessori’s regular offerings.

Montessori Primary

Currently, we offer Montessori for children 2 ½ through 6 years of age in one Primary environment.  The vision is to include at least one additional Primary Montessori environment for the same age child.  Each Primary Environment will have up to 35 children.

Montessori Elementary

Beginning fall 2011, one Montessori Elementary will be opened for children ages 6-12.  This class will grow to have up to 45 children.

Montessori Middle School

This program will be established as the children in the Montessori Elementary reach middle school age and developmental stage based on AMI Montessori Middle Schools that are running in our country. 
Atriums for Ages 3-6, 6-9 and 9-12

Atrium programs will be provided by trained Catechesis of the Good Shepherd teachers.  They will be offered once a week to all children of the Middleburg community.
Summer Programs

Summer camps will happen through out the summer and will be offered to all children of the community.
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
